o Citywide Immunization Registry (CIR) contains
1.7 million records, 8 million immunizations

Reporting is high from both public and private
sites
—paper, electronic and on-line
Web-based application
—child-by-child look-up
—designed for screening and printout
No recall capability in original implementation

Integrate automatic recall into provider routines
Allow ample time for software devel opment
